Dr Anvir Adam, a founding member of the Pretoria
Branch of the IMA of South Africa received two
prestigious awards in the month of April 2007. Firstly, ata
very impressive ceremony at the Italian Embassy in
Pretoria, Dr Adam was presented the Star of Italy
(Cavalier) for services rendered to the Italian community
with respect to Prisoners of War, who were stationed in
South Africa at the end of the Second World War.

Secondly at the ninth presentation of National Orders at
the Union Buildings, Pretoria, Dr Adam was conferred the
“Counsellor of Baobab Award” for outstanding
contribution to the struggle against racial discrimination
